**Reminder: The controller is not waterproof, do not allow it to get wet**



& ATTENTIONS:

1)Fully submerge the heater in water when it's on duty. Unplug the heater and
wait for 15 minutes before changing the water or removing it.

2)Please make sure there is enough water flow and water circulation in your
fish tank when using the heater.
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3)Please do not bury the heating rod or use it near the sand.

4)The actual power display tolerance range £10% is acceptable because
this is the normal power consumption of electronic components within the
allowable range.

1.PRODUCT FEATURES

Rapid heat accumulation: The heating rod is made of explosion-proof quartz
glass material and high-temperature resistant nickel-chromium heating wire
with silicon carbide heat conductivity; therefore, the water heats up faster, the
heating is safer, and the heater is more durable. The double heating rod
makes it a more powerful heater.

LED digital temperature display: LED digital display screen shows current
water temperature and set temperature in degrees Fahrenheit, with additional
features such as low/high temperature markers and an auto shut-off warning
sign. The external controller for easy setup and operation. Every touch
changes the settemperature by 1°F (1°C) . The beautiful marquee indicator
light shows heating status.



Precise temperature control: When the current water temperature is 1°F
(1°C) below the set temperature, the indicator light turns red and heating
begins. When the water temperature reaches the set temperature, the indicator
light shows zero power. The temperature range of the heating rod is from 59°F
(15°C) to a maximum of 93°F (34°C) to prevent harm to aquatic life, and when
the temperature reaches 95°F (35°C) , a HH warning signal will be displayed.

Easy operation: Connectthe heaterto a socketto use it. The clear LED display
is easy to read and has one keypad for easy operation.

Automatic power-off and warning signal: When the heating rod is exposed
to air, the heater will flash auto shutoff error code and emit a warning signal.
When the heating rod is completely immersed in the water, it will start working
again.

Accurate, reliable and durable: These double quartz tubes are made of
premium materials and have a precise scientific design. Our heater provides
years of reliable use.

Memory function: If the power is shut off, the heater will maintain the previous
temperature settings until it is turned on again.

3.INSTRUCTIONS

A) Install the sucking cup onto the heater rod, and turn it 90° to lock the cups.
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B) Connect the heater to the socket to use it.



4. MAINTENANCE

e Unplug or switch off all appliances in the aquarium before carrying out
maintenance.

® Do not use detergents or other chemical cleaners.

® To clean the heater, unplug it first and then leave the heater in the tank

for 15 minutes and remove it from the tank. Wash the heater in clean
water.

® \When reinstalling the heater, select your desired location and position
the heater below the water.

® This appliance has no parts that can be repaired by users.

® Forindoor use only, notin the bathroom.

6.WARNING

To avoid possible electric shock, do notimmerse the switch in the water.
If the switch falls into the water or becomes wet, do not touch it until you
have unplugged it. Basic safety precautions that should be observed
are as follows:

1.Read and follow this user manual strictly.

2.DANGER- To avoid possible electric shock, special care should be taken
since water is employed in the use of aquarium equipment. For each of the
following situations, do not attempt to repair yourself. Instead, return the
heater to an authorized service facility for maintenance or discard it.

A.lf the heater shows any sign of abnormal working, unplug the power and
remove the heater from the water after 15 minutes.

B.Carefully examine the heater after installation. It should not be plugged
in if there is water on parts that are not intended to be wet.

C.Do not operate the heater if it has a damaged cord or plug, is malfunctioning,
dropped or damaged in any manner. The power cord of this heater cannot be
replaced. If the cord is damaged, the heater should be discarded.

D.To avoid the possibility of the heater plug getting wet, position the aquarium
and its stand to one side of a wall mounted outlet to prevent water from dripping

onto the outlet or plug. A“drip loop”, shown in the figure below,
should be arranged by the user for each cord, which connects
the heater to the outlet. If an extension cord is used, the “drip
loop” is the part of the cord below the level of the outlet or the
connector that prevents water from traveling along the cord
and coming in contact with the outlet. If the plug or outlet does
getwet, DO NOT unplug the cord. Disconnect the fuse to the DRIPLOOP

circuit breaker that supplies power to the heater. Then unplug
and examine for the presence of water in the outlet. If you are not sure, consult
a certified electrician.

3.Close supervision is necessary when the heater is used near children.

4.This heateris not allowed to use by persons (including children) with reduced
physical sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge
unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning the use of
the heater by a person responsible for their safety.
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5.To avoid injury, do not contact moving or hot parts.

6.Always unplug the heater from the outlet when not in use, before putting
on or taking off parts, maintenance or placing hands in the water. Never
yank the cord to pull the plug from the outlet. Grasp the plug and pull to
disconnect.

7.Do not use the heater for other than intended use. The use of attachments
not recommended or sold by the appliance manufacturer may cause an
unsafe condition and will void the warranty.

8.Do notinstall or store the heater where it will be exposed to extreme
weather or temperatures below freezing.

9.0nly use the heaterin freshwater or saltwater, do not use itin other liquids.
10.Make sure the heater is securely installed before operating it.
11.Read and observe all the important notices on the heater.

12.I1f an extension cord is necessary, a cord with a proper rating should be
used, such as rated amperes or watts. A cord rated for fewer amperes or
watts than the heater rating may overheat. Care should be taken to arrange
the cord so that it will not be tripped over or pulled.

13.The 2-conductor power cord has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than
the other.) As a safety feature, this plug will fitin a polarized outlet only one
way. If the plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does
not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Never use it with an extension cord
unless the plug can be fully inserted. Do not attempt to defeat this safety
feature.

7.ATTENTIONS

[ Please check all the items to inspect their condition when unboxing the
package.



v Please read this user manual carefully before using and follow it strictly.

v Please choose a heater rated for your aquarium.

v Please place the heating rod in the way of water flow and don't bury itin
the substrate.

v Itis suggested that the heater is submerged more than 5 inches below
the water.

v Please make sure the heating rod is fully submerged when it's on duty.

Unplug the heater and wait for 15 minutes before changing the water or
removing the heater.

v Please mind that the heater can be turned off automatically when exposed
to air, butitis alastresort and should be avoided.

v After using the heater for a while, calcium carbonate contained in algae
or moss may clump and adhere to the heating rod.

v If dirt adheres to the heating rod, use a sponge or cloth and water to wipe
it. Do not use alcohol or other chemicals as this may damage the heater
and harm the fish or other livestock.

v If you use the heater for a prolonged period with dirt adhered to the heating
element, please be aware that failure may occur due to the inability to
control the temperature correctly.

v Please place the heating rod far away from the magnetic brush since the
magnet will possibly damage the heating element.

v There will be a little mist on the inner wall of the tube while heating, and it
will disappear slowly after the heating stops, which means it’s a normal
phenomenon. So you don’t have to worry aboutit, itis a safe and double-
protected product that has passed the UL certification.

8.ONE YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY

This product MUST be purchased from an authorized hygger reseller. Visit
our website for a list of authorized resellers. hygger warrants this product
against defects in materials and worksmanship for ONE(1) YEAR from the
date of the original retail purchase and is none-transferable.
